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     Student safety is always our highest priority at 

Elkton Public School.  The minute a child gets on a 

bus or sets foot on school property their safety 

becomes a duty that we take very seriously. 

   In the past couple of years, one area of school safety 

that we need to discuss is stopping for the school 

buses when they are stopped to pick-up and drop-off 

students before and after school.  Motorists need to 

slow down and be prepared to stop when the buses’ 

flashing amber lights come on and need to stop when 

the flashing red begins and the stop sign arm comes 

out.  We have had several violations of motorists 

passing the bus when the red flashers are on and the 

stop sign is extended.  Dozens of school children are 

killed nationwide each year by motorists who ignore 

the flashing lights and stop sign.  Please be reminded 

that passing a school bus with a red flashing 

light/extended stop sign is a motor vehicle violation 

and I have instructed all of our bus drivers to fill out 

violation forms and submit to my office to be sent to 

the Brookings County State Attorney’s Office.  We 

will not compromise student safety on our buses or in 

the school. 

   A great many thanks are in order for the schedule 

changes that have taken place in the past few weeks 

because of inclement    weather   and   state basketball 
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tournaments.  Thank you students, faculty, and 

parents for your patience and we hope all will settle 

back into a normal school routine in the coming 

weeks.  Thank you to both the Elkton and Lake 

Benton communities for supporting our students at 

both of the state basketball tournaments.  Many 

people from around the area and both states seem 

genuinely impressed by the cooperation and 

positive attitudes of both communities in the merger 

of our jr./sr. high schools.  My general response to 

most people who ask about the tuition agreement 

was that we try to do what’s best for the kids and 

that is our common ground.  We have accomplished 

a lot this year and we will keep striving to improve 

in every area as a school.  With patience, 

understanding, hard work, and communication we 

can have a great school that will meet the needs of 

each and every student.  I am very proud of our 

students, staff, parents, and both communities.

weather.  The four days to be made up after the state 

basketball tournaments will be added on at the end 

of the school year.

   The preschool years are a prime time for children 

to develop phonological awareness.  Phonological 

awareness is a child’s ability to hear and play with 

units of sound in speech.

Two famous 

photographers we studied recorded what they saw 

in large cities – Eugene Atget photographed Paris, 

and Bernice Abbott photographed New York City.  

We would like to make a photographic record of the 

city of Elkton.  

   The Art I class recently finished their Art History 

Research project with group PowerPoint 

presentations.  They will soon start a painting, 

copying a work by the artist they researched in 

order to further learn about the artist’s style and 

technique.   

   The elementary students continue to work on a 

number of projects as they learn about the elements 

of art – line, color, shape, form, space, texture, and 

the principles of design – balance, movement, 

rhythm, contrast, emphasis, pattern, and unity.  

    The 3rd – 5th grade art exhibit will be March 31 

– April 25 at the Brookings Cultural Center at 524 

4th Street in Brookings.  There will be a reception 

on Saturday, April 25 from noon to 5 pm.   

   The Area Youth Art Show featuring students from 

Elkton, Flandreau and Colman-Egan will be hosted 

by Flandreau this year.  It will be held at the 

Flandreau Community Center on Thursday, April 

30 from 6 to 9 pm.  This is a juried show for 9th – 

12th grade students.  Three professional artists are 

invited to judge the work and choose 1st, 2nd, and 

3rd place winners in each category.  There are also 

medals and monetary awards for Best 2-D, Best 3-

D, Best of Show, and Best Senior Show.  The last 

few years we have included 7th and 8th grade 

artwork in the exhibit.  There is not a breakdown in 

categories for junior high artwork, though, just a 

1st, 2nd and 3rd place winner for each grade.
